1B: All fiddles play melody, cello comp (written part) 
2A: As 1B 
2B: Add piano, block chords 
3A: All continue as 2B, except 

Piano: rest on bars 1 and 5, hit chord on beat 4 of both bars.

3B: Piano full comp.

Up-Downey, reel, 2x 1A: Continue to hold, one by one filddlers break off and play 
melody 

1ABB: Fiddles play melody, cello and piano comp 
2:AA: continue 
End: Play 2nd time bar (incl edBG) and finish on low E.  Watch for 

cut. 

Phil first to play 
melody, all have joined 
him by bar 8. 
B section 2nd time bar:

1A: Cello(s) solo 
1B: Add some fiddles down octave (“middle” version) 
2AB: Add rest of fiddles, high. (So only melody plays, 3 octaves in 

parallel) 
3AB: Cello and some fiddles play written chord.Piano plays funky 

stuff.  All others play high melody. 
4A: As 3, but cello vamps on chords 
4B: As 3.  Repeat 1st line (so we end on Bm chord) 

NB: each letter (A or B) is 8-bars, so 
“1A” includes repeat. 
Fiddles down octave: Emma, Phil, 
James 
Fiddles on chords for 3&4: James, 
Phil, Margaret, (Lilo) 

The Soup Dragon, 
jig, 2x 

1A: Solo Fiddle (Phil), (cello continues to drone 
1A: Add all other fiddlers 
1BB: Add Cello and piano comp (all in)
